Once I am ready and stop using them as a crutch, my Higher Power can help me.

Tradition 6 – Our Al-Anon Family Groups out never endorse, finance, or lend our name to any outside enterprise, lest problems of money, property and prestige divert us from our primary spiritual aim.  Although a separate entity, we should always cooperate with Alcoholics Anonymous.

As private individuals, we are welcome to involve ourselves with any endeavor that interests us.  There are many worthwhile causes that deserve our time and attention.  Sometimes we are presented with opportunities for personal, material, political, or social gain that are too good to pass up.  But as an Al-Anon group, we must avoid such involvement at all costs.  Al-Anon’s primary spiritual aim, helping families and friends of alcoholics, would be compromised should we affiliate ourselves in any way with even the most worthy outside causes, activities, or organizations.

Concept 6 – The Conference acknowledges the primary administrative responsibility of the Trustees.

Before the steam engine could be built, there had to be the discovery of the power of steam and the invention of the engine to use steam for power.  The principles behind the engine had to be understood and applied, and rails had to be laid across the country.  To make it run there has to be an engineer at the throttle, fully knowledgeable and proficient to do his job properly, but he can take the train only where the tracks are laid down.  So too with our fellowship.  The principles on which it is founded are voiced and practiced in the groups, set up throughout the world.  The groups entrust their authority and responsibility for world service affairs to the Conference, the “work engine.” The Conference in turn entrusts the administrative authority to the corporate body of the Trustees, “the engineers.”  They are expected to spearhead the formulation of Al-Anon policy in accordance with Al-Anon principles and are accountable for its proper execution – in other words, to make sure the fellowship doesn’t get derailed.  To fulfill this position of piloting the fellowship, providing efficient and balance leadership, the Trustees must be chosen, from among the members, for their Al-Anon experience and sound judgment.
